To Live Forever, Egyptian Treasures from the Brooklyn
Museum

For ancient Egyptians, death was the portal to a new
beginning. To Live Foreveexplores the ancient Egyptian
belief that death was an enemy that could be overcome
through careful preparation. The 120 objects in this
exhibition include mummies, coffins, statuary, and
jewelry, all drawn from t hgd
incomparable collection of Egyptian art. Together these
rare works illuminate the 4
afterlife and their preparations, from mummification to
funeral to entombment. To Live Forever s t he Ch
first exhibition of ancient Egyptian art and is the only
mid -Atlantic venue for the exhibition.
This is a one hour tour and we need a minimum of 10
people to qualify for a docent and there is a $25 fee for
the docent. The admission to the exhibition is $7 for
Adults or $5 for seniors. If we had only 10 members
attend they would each pay $2.50 + the exhibition fee
($9.50 or $7.50 each). The more members that attend, the
less each would need to pay to cover the docent charge.
